• Nakshatra means ‘Protecting during the night of 
destruction’; derived from  –night,  – destruction,

• This is based on the roots for mantra which means 
protecting the mind; derived from  – mind,  –

t ti  protecting. 
• Nakshatra would mean ‘night division of the sky’ 

which would create a 27 mansion zodiac of 13°20’ 
for each mansion. 

27 x 13°20’ = 360°
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Etymology
• Since the Moon is the lord of the night, it 

would be the lord of this night sky division 
called nakshatra  called nakshatra. 

• On the other hand the day division of the 
sky would be the rashi chakra with the sun 
as the overlord. 

• Hora shastra would be the study of both –
d d i h di i iday and night divisions. 

• Hence the name hora from aho-ratra
meaning day-night and referring to rashi-
nakshatra.
